Teish unfortunately is in
the midst of being caught up in the real estate foreclosure fiasco and will be needing to leave her precious home. We as a community are fundraising
to help, to give our malama/to give our support.

As elder of the Daughters of the Goddess, I am encouraging women here to learn how to greet me as well as our visiting elders, how to have
respect, how to learn the etiquette and protocols of Hawai'i, for the land/the aina. I want women to be able to travel and move in cultures of color
and native communities and to be recognized for their training and their precious holding of what is sacred, what is holy and what is beloved. To be
pono/have right action, to act for the highest good of the whole and all involved. We are transforming the energies of entitlement and privilege and
we are learning to be part of a whole, of cherished community. Through this respect and honoring of our elders we are able to help also be the
caretakers and keepers of the sacred tradition of the Earth/Our Beloved Mother/Our Goddess/Our elder. I invite you to be part of our service to Her.
